Over 3,000 turn up for the  Moonlight Market and Winter Festival on 22rd July 2023 

This is the second year that the VMSA and Latrobe Health Assembly (LHA) have partnered
with Moe’s Old Gippstown Heritage Park to hold the community event in Latrobe Valley.
The event aims to encourage positive community connection for residents of Latrobe
Valley, while also promoting Men’s Sheds and support men’s mental health. Local
community service providers are given the opportunity to promote their services and to
engage with community members.
Working closely with both the Latrobe Health Assembly and the events management team
at Old Gippstown, the night provided a range of attractions to draw in the community.

These included 95 market stalls, 15 food vans, a fire-twirler and led light performances, a
DJ, snow machine, and face-painting for the kids. 

The Drouin Underground Barber provided free haircuts in the Shearing Shed, volunteers
ran lantern-decorating in the old school building, and Moe Scouts Group ran free S’mores
roasting over an open fire. 

Community service providers attending included my VMSA stall, the Latrobe Health
Assembly, Youth Support and Advocacy Service (YSAS), Latrobe City Libraries, Into Jobs,
and the Latrobe Mental Health and Wellbeing Local service. 

The Moe Old Gippstown Men’s Shed provided a sausage sizzle for the night, while the
Newborough-Yallourn Men’s Shed were kept busy serving hundreds of free hot chocolates
to the community, with milk provided by local dairy business Gippsland Jersey.

Men's Sheds - Working with their communities
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 Sheds in the News - Torquay 

 A COLLABORATION between two Torquay community groups will benefit local wildlife along Merrijig
Creek’s upper catchment area west of Anglesea Road.
Surf Coast Energy Group (SCEG) has partnered with Torquay Men’s Shed to provide long-term
temporary habitats to local birds in the Surf Coast region that rely exclusively on bird hollows.
The project involves assembling and attaching 20 bird boxes to 5.5-metre high wooden posts
strategically placed along Merrijig Creek, 10 of which will be constructed by the local Men’s Shed. It
will also complement a large revegetation project conducted by SCEG to restore the creek’s swampy
riparian woodland and reconnect it to isolated bushland.
SCEG founder Graeme Stockton said the project came out of a literature search on wildlife that rely
exclusively on hollows. He said research by David Lindenmayer of Australian National University
found more than 300 native species of birds relied on hollows. Local birds that will potentially use
the hollows include eastern rosellas, crimson rosellas, blue-wing parrots, treecreepers and grey
shrikethrush.
SCEG will install 10 Habitech boxes, which are made of recyclable UV-stabilised polypropylene and
have a lifespan of 50 years.
Torquay Men’s Shed will add an additional 10 wooden bird boxes that have an approximate 10-year
life span.
“What we’re trying to do is fill in the gaps where hollow-reliant species don’t have proper homes,” Mr
Stockton said. “Knowing that all these species rely on hollows, boxes like the ones we’re building will
provide suitable habitats while trees and natural habitats are being grown around the posts along
Merrijig Creek.”
Men’s Shed co-ordinator Brian Burch said the group has undertaken box projects for organisations
such as Great Ocean Road Coast and Parks Authority, Torquay Early Learning Centre, and Jirrahlinga
Wildlife Sanctuary in recent years.
“A project like this with SCEG is what the Men’s Shed is all about, not only for men’s health, but
building stuff together for the community,” Mr Burch said. “We’ve got a lot of stuff on the go at the
moment, we’re a not-for-profit organisation and it’s what we love to do in our spare time to add to
this region that we all live in.”
All 20 man-made hollows will be installed before the end of the year.

Men’s Sheds can apply for financial support across the following funding categories:

Under Category 5, Men’s Sheds seeking funding to purchase a defibrillator will be able to apply at anytime before 21 Sept
2023, ensuring faster delivery of their defibrillator.
Guideline changes made since round 24 include:

Priority will be given to shed improvements that can be justified from a health perspective. Where this is not possible (e.g.
security systems and solar panels), significant evidence of need must be provided to make the application competitive
against health related applications.

Round 26 will specifically prioritise applications requesting events/improvements/equipment with a strong health, mental
health, wellbeing or safety emphasis, in acknowledgement of the impact of COVID-19 and the needs of sheds in the
recovery period (and beyond). Additionally, considering ongoing COVID-19 impacts, IT equipment and training will be
prioritised to facilitate connectivity.
Category 3-Tools and Equipment - $5,000 maximum
The priority for funding under Category 3 is providing financial support to
a) new Men’s Sheds (less than 2 years old),
b) Men’s Sheds that have not previously received NSDP funding or
c) Men’s Sheds that have not received funding in the past six rounds (rounds 20-25).
Sheds that do not meet the criteria are ineligible unless strong justification is provided from a health perspective.
Contribution to a specific project
Funds will only be offered if applicants can provide evidence of being able to source the remaining
funds. e.g. disabled toilet $10,000- seeking $8,000

HEART WARMING POTATO CASSEROLE
 Recipe to serve 4



6 Teaspoons Butter

2 Shallots, Coarsely Chopped 
2 Celery Stalks, Trimmed and Coarsely Chopped

1 Garlic Glove, Crushed
1kg Potatoes, Peeled and Thinly Sliced

250 Gr Carrots, Scraped and Thinly Sliced
4 Bacon Rashers, Chopped

470g Canned Tomatoes
250ml Beef Stock 

2 Teaspoon Paprika
¼ Teaspoon Dried Basil

In a large frying pan melt the butter over a moderate heat.

When the foam subsides add the shallots, celery and the garlic and cook, stirring
occasionally, until soft and translucent but not brown.

Add the potatoes, carrots, bacon and cook, stirring frequently for 15 minutes or until the
potatoes are golden brown. Pour in the tomatoes, stock, salt, paprika and basil. Bring to
the boil, reduce the heat, cover and simmer for 10 minutes or until the potatoes are
tender.

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 Watchout for Scams

There is a sense of urgency or threat to the message – “your bank account has been
accessed”, “your bank account has been locked” “a payment has been made from your
account. If this was not you, please call (phone number)”.
The message looks different to other messages in the SMS thread, such as different
wording or phrases used.
The message may contain a suspicious looking link. Never click on links.
The SMS has a telephone number to call – always find your bank’s phone number
independently.
The caller will tell you to transfer money to a different account to ‘keep it safe’ or for
‘further investigation’. This is not standard procedures for a bank. It is a scam.

Consumers are being warned to be wary of phone calls and texts that appear to be from
their bank, following alarming reports of Australians losing their life savings to a highly
sophisticated impersonation scam.
Scammers are using new technology to trick their victims, by making the call appear to
come from the bank’s legitimate phone number or by sending a text that appears in the
same conversation thread as genuine bank messages
Bank impersonation scams impersonate the big four banks as well as other financial
institutions.
Communications often have a sense of urgency to them, such as fraudulent activity raising
red flags, or a frozen account.
It is critical to remember that no matter how legitimate the call or message seems, a bank
won’t ask you to urgently transfer funds.
“If you receive an SMS with a telephone number to call, do not use it. Instead, call your bank
direct on a number you have sourced yourself. Likewise, hang up if you receive a call from
someone claiming to be from your bank requesting you to transfer money to ‘keep it safe’.
Ask for a reference number and call your bank back using contact details you have found
independently.”

Never provide online banking passwords, one-time security codes, pins or tokens to
anyone over the phone. Contact your bank or financial institution immediately if you think
you have been scammed.

Top tips for avoiding scams
Stop – take your time before giving money or personal information.
Think – ask yourself if the message or call could be fake?
Protect – act quickly if something feels wrong. Contact your bank and report scams to
Scamwatch.
